
INSTRUCTIONS FOR A HOMILETICALLY CORRECT OUTLINE

TITLE

INTRODUCTION
Your Introduction is a promise of what you will deliver.
You can include your Text Reference either before or after your Intro.

BODY
1. The Body of the Sermon is where you will present all proofs, including Scriptures.
2. Each point must be logically connected to the other points.
3. Points must proceed in a logical sequence.

CONCLUSION / SUMMARY / INVITATION
1. This is to be strictly drawn from all that you presented in the Body of the Sermon.
2. This is to be logically drawn from the material presented in the Body of the Sermon.
3. There can be no new material presented in this portion of the Sermon.

REQUIREMENTS FOR COURSE

1. Write and turn in an Outline each week for the duration of the course.
Include the name of the class, “Sermon Preparation,” along with your Name and the 

date at the top of each outline.
2. You will receive 1 credit per quarter for the course.

You may take this course twice, running consecutively, to earn 2 credits per quarter.
To do that you must turn in, and have accepted, 2 outlines per week.

3. You must have your outlines typed or printed.
4. Outlines will be assessed, and rejected outlines will be handed back to you at the next class. 

Each rejected outline must be resubmitted by the next week’s class after it is returned to
you along with the new outline due for that week.

5. Hand in your outlines to whomever is teaching the first class of the day or evening.
